[i] The particulars of the organization, functions and duties:

Muga Silkworm Seed Organization [MSSO] Guwahati is functioning under overall
control of Central Silk Board, Ministry of Textiles, Govt. of India. To cater the need of
quality basic seed of Muga and Eri silkworm to the departments of sericulture in North
Eastern States and other Eri producing States for further multiplication at their end to
ultimately produce sufficient commercial seeds and to give scientific base to production
of quality Muga and Eri seeds. The Muga Seed Development Project was established by
Central Silk Board in Guwahati [Assam] during the year 1983 and it has been renamed as
Muga Silkworm Seed Organization during 2005. 5 (Five) Eri Silkworm Seed Production
Centres have also been put under the control of the Scientist-D & Head, Muga Silkworm
Seed Organization, Guwahati w.e.f. 16.05.2005 of which ESSPC Fatehpur marged with
REC, Fatehpur. To meet the increasing demand of Muga basic seed of different States
and to co-ordinate the support for commercial seed production, three new Muga P-3 units
and one MSSPC have been established under NERTPS to strengthen the number of seed
producing infrastructure under MSSO in addition to the existing eight P-4/P-3 station and
one MSSPC. Similarly to support production of Eri Basic Dfls a P-2 Eri Basic Seed Farm has
been established at Topatoli, Kamrup, Assam Following is the detailed organizational set
up of Muga Silkworm Seed Organization, Central Silk Board, with its Head Quarters at
Guwabhati.
